Through the National Strategies and Transition Support Programmes, Bradford’s performance is identified as deteriorating and it’s time we put that right.

We couldn’t be better placed right now to make a difference for young people moving into adulthood: the Special Schools Review has injected an energy into our determination to ensure that children are given the best start in life; the review into our Social Care Respite Services will allow more flexibility in meeting the needs of children and their families for intensive support; the investment through Aiming High is encouraging more young people with disabilities into exploring resources to which they have been previously excluded; and, through People Centred Planning, Adult Services are well-placed to ensure that transition at this key stage takes place seamlessly.

The people who can make that work are you, your colleagues and your peers in partner agencies. The role of this event is to ensure you have the tools to make it work. This event is that start of an exciting journey that will result in better integration and shared principles but what we hope to achieve from the event is a shared understanding of how transitions work now and how to share that with young people and their parents and carers.
