Safeguards applications

The NHS Mental Capacity Act leads within the Yorkshire and Humber region

have developed a protocol outlining the responsibilities and actions to

be taken by PCTs in handling Deprivation of Liberty applications where a

person is classified as usually resident in one geographical area but is

receiving hospital care in another.

The protocol has been adapted from the Association of Directors of Adult

Social Services' equivalent document which was developed for use in the

case of applications from residential or nursing homes and is intended

to be used by all councils with adult social services responsibilities

in England.

There is a recommendation within the Yorkshire and Humber document that

PCTs across England might adopt a shared protocol in a similar way, to

support consistency of approach and reduce duplication of effort in the

development of procedures.

The PCT Network has agreed to support the Yorkshire and Humber leads in

disseminating their document, which they are very happy for other

regions to adopt if it is of use.

Janis Bottomley states that "The draft protocol was used a number of times across the country prior to its final publication, and proved that it successfully provided an acceptable and easy procedure for both the Supervisory Body and the Host PCT to follow and feed back has been very positive."
